The great thing about apps is that 
you can quietly have them on your phone and use them discreetly. As Jewish society currently is 
fairly hostile to the idea of accepting Jesus as Messiah. 

Here's a possible prayer to pray: 
Heavenly Father, God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, we come before You with a heart for Your 
people, Israel. We ask that You would pour out a spirit of grace and supplication upon them. 
Please use this app to reach the right people. All depends upon You. Remove any stony hearts 
and replace them with hearts of flesh that are sensitive to Your voice. We pray that the eyes of 
their understanding would be enlightened so they may see the truth of Your Word and the light 
of our Lord Jesus as Your Messiah. We ask for a national turning back to You. Please direct the 
right hearts and eyes to Your word in this app. Do what we cannot do. This really is a feeble effort 
to reach out to Your people, but please, please, use it. We know how much love You have for 
Your people and how much You want them back, and we are on Your side in this, please be a 
worker together with us in our appeal to them. For the sake of our Lord Jesus and His love for us 
all, Amen.

He was arrested and forced into the Ukrainian army, and is now against his will on the 
front line. We did have a brief chat and he sent a photo of how he is, extremely cold at -20 C [-4 
F] and in constant danger of his life. You can see how much he's aged comparing with the photo 
of us with him and his mum just a few months ago.
